The Trivalent International Emerging Markets Small-Capitalization Equity Composite includes all fee 
paying, non-wrap discretionary portfolios of $100,000 or more that are managed according to the 
Trivalent International Emerging Markets Small-Capitalization Equity strategy. The strategy focuses on 
foreign companies that are characterized by improving business momentum and attractive valuations. 
Prior to October 2012, the minimum size for inclusion in the composite was $1 million. The composite 
creation date is August 2013 and the composite inception date is July 2013.

The benchmark of the composite is the MSCI Emerging Markets Small Cap Index (Net). Prior to 10/1/2017, 
the benchmark is the S&P® Emerging Plus Small Cap Index (Net). The MSCI Emerging Markets Small Cap 
Index (Net) includes small cap representation across 24 Emerging Markets countries. With 1,836 
constituents, the index covers approximately 14% of the free float-adjusted market capitalization in each 
country. The small cap segment tends to capture more local economic and sector characteristics relative 
to larger Emerging Markets capitalization segments. The S&P® Emerging Plus Small Cap Index (Net) 
consists of the bottom 15% (based on market capitalization) of companies from each country represented 
in the S&P® Emerging BMI plus Korea. The S&P® Emerging BMI includes companies domiciled in 20 
emerging markets countries with float-adjusted market capitalizations of at least US$100 million and 
annual trading liquidity of at least US$50 million.
